We believe our relationships in life should be life-long, but we know it doesn’t always work out that
way. We are diagnosed with a terminal disease, yet we believe we can beat the demon with faith and
prayer feeding the fires of faith along the way.

I find that when I can’t find something, after hours or days of searching, what was lost is found in
the last place I look, the discovery laughs in the face of my frustration, anger and fear. What I
thought was gone for good, is, safe and sound, waiting to be found. Thus I say to you, when fear
and doubt make you feel like you have lost what you need most, take a deep breath, relax your mind
and spirit, and surrender yourself to the mystery that can be solved with prayer, patience and
perseverance, it never fails!

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Plymouth Harbor’s Energy Conservation Efforts

W) Conservation is a focus of our Plymouth Harbor Administration. In
December the Conservation Committee met with Harry Hobson, Alan
Strudas, and other members of Administration to hear about
conservation measures that have been and continue to be implemented on our
campus. It is a significant list that saves energy, water and money.

Currently, lighting common areas and remodeled apartments with CFL and LED
bulbs is conserving electricity and approximately $44,000 in costs per year.

Vertical fan coil units, two tube gas boilers installed in 2008 to replace old boilers,
water pipe insulation, and energy efficient appliances have cut down on general
energy consumption.

Water use is declining (not to worry, we are still very clean) due to Nu Flow’s lined
water pipes and new valves. 1.6 gallon water closets and water saver shower
heads placed in apartment remodels save water and cash ($45,000 per year in the
case of the water closets).

Front-loading washing machines, now standard in remodeled apartments, are a
double threat to waste. They consume less water and less electric energy than
top-loading washers.

The above examples show that our Administration is serious about conservation
and the benefits to be gained from it.

From 1966-79 she
held various posts coordinating and evaluating
career programs of the Great Neck, New York,
School District. From ’79-’91 she served as
the administrator, assistant superintendent or
superintendent in school districts in the New
York/New Jersey metropolitan area.

Their “blended” family
dates from 1990 and
includes her daughter, his
son and daughter, four
grandchildren, and two
great grandchildren. The
Johnsons have lived on
Longboat Key for 17 years. Sue is a docent at
the Ringling Museum and an active school docent
who mentors principals for the Sarasota School
District.
